QUALIFICATIONS

EDUCATION:  Basic requirement:  Graduate of a school of professional nursing approved by the appropriate State accrediting agency at the time the program was completed by the applicant.  NOTE:  in cases of graduates of foreign schools of professional nursing, possession of current, full, active, and unrestricted registration and the possession of a certificate from the Commission on Graduates of Foreign Nursing Schools (CGFNS) will meet the this requirement.  Unless currently at any of these grade levels within the VA system, the following is required to qualify at either grade level:  NURSE II AND III:  Masters degree from an academic program accredited by the NLNAC or CCNE.      

CERTIFICATION:  BLS and certification as a Clinical Nurse Specialist is required.  .     

EXPERIENCE:  

1. Approximately 3 years of recent successful clinical practice with demonstrated competencies, specifically: pre and post-op assessment skills and ability to assess patient's response to treatment.  

2. Demonstrated ability to work effectively with others and to elicit cooperation.

3. Demonstrated ability to establish and maintain effective interpersonal relationships.

4. Demonstrated ability to communicate effectively in both oral and written formats.

5. Demonstrated computer literacy and skills to learn new programs.  For VA applicants, familiarity with DHCP/VISTA/CPRS.

6. Demonstrated ability to assess learning needs of both patients and staff, and to implement strategies as necessary to meet those needs.

7. Demonstrated initiative and ability to function in an independent, self directed capacity.

RESPONSIBILITIES:  The incumbent of this position is responsible to the Nurse Leader, (SCI/D)  Health Care Group.  Responsibilities include, but are not limited to:  1) Collaborates with the interdisciplinary team to maintain continuum of care for an adult/SCI patient population;  2) Serves as the leader in clinical care for the SCI patient;  3) Demonstrates and is recognized for expertise and knowledge in SCI/D and long-term care;  4) Develops and coordinates educational programs for staff in techniques and procedures related to care ; develops and instructs patients regarding their disorders;  5) Follows continuity of care issues from admission to discharge throughout the SCI/D programs;  6) Uses scientific inquiry for problem-solving or initiates change through application of findings having significant impact on staff;  7) Determines scope, objectives and goals of SCI/D programs and is responsible for their implementation;  8) Identifies clinical problems and utilizes current literature for problem analysis;  9) Reviews nursing programs from data collection, provides analysis and reports findings with recommendations;  10) Implements practice by application and evaluation of care delivery models;  11) Initiates nursing studies designed to improve/evaluate quality of care;  12) Identifies need for change, investigates trends, develops strategies and implements innovative changes based on findings and recommends changes in standards of care, procedures, and protocols;  13) Participates in Performance Improvement program through identifying problems, collecting data, reviewing results, makes recommendations and follows through with corrective action; participates in the accreditation process;  14) Facilitates an environment which encourages free discussion/suggestions and negotiation;  15) Serves as chairperson or member on committees/task forces within the Healthcare System and/or Network;  16) May serve as charge nurse, as needed, to support the nursing team .
