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What Is This?
· A small tube that leads from the anal canal to the skin near the anal opening. Watery puss drains through this opening and causes irritation to the skin.

      How Can I Know If I Have This?
·  Constant discharge from anus.

·  Pain during or after bowel movement.

·  Skin is a different color around anus.

       What Causes This?
·  Infection from a tear in the anal canal lining.

       You Are More Likely To Get This If:

· If you have a  puncture wound in the anal canal lining.

·  Injection treatment for hemorrhoids.

·  Bowel disease.

·  Appendicitis or Diverticulitis.

      How Can I Keep From Getting This?

· No special way to prevent it. 

      What Can I Expect If I Do Get This?

· Minor surgery.

· Constipation.

How Is This Treated?
·  Minor surgery.

·  Warm Sitz baths to relieve any discomfort.

       Will I Need To Take Medicine?
·  Stool softeners.

·  Antibiotics.
