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What Is This?

· Cancerous growth in the lung. It includes the bronchial tubes and lungs. Lung cancer spreads to other parts of the body.

How Do I Know If I Have This?
· Coughing a lot.

· Spit has blood in it.

· Wheezing / chest pain.

· Fatigue and weakness.

· Weight loss.

· Sometimes, no symptoms.

What Causes This?
· Smoking.

· Air pollution.

· Asbestos.

· Other cancer in the body.

· Radon gas.

You Are More Likely To Get This If:

· You are over 60.

· You smoke.

· You are around asbestos.

How Can I Keep From Getting This?
· Avoid asbestos.

· Don't smoke.

· If you smoke, get regular checkups

· Check your house for radon gas. 

What Can I Expect If I Get This?
· Without surgery, it is incurable.

· Cancer spreads to other parts of the body.

· Lung collapse.

· Fluid on the lung.

How Is This Treated?
· Lab tests of  blood and spit.  CT scan.

· Surgery on the lung or on part of the lung.

· Radiation treatment and anti-cancer drugs.

Will I Need To Take Medicine?
· For minor pain, Tylenol or aspirin.

· Pain medicine.

· Anti-cancer drugs.
