CITIZENSHIP:  Must be a citizen of the United States either by birth or Naturalization.

EDUCATION:  Basic requirement:  MSN or Masters degree in a related field with BSN accredited by the NLNAC or CCNE.  Note:  In cases of graduates of foreign schools of professional nursing, possession of current, full, active, and unrestricted registration will meet this requirement.    

LICENSURE:  Must possess a valid, active and unrestricted license as a Registered Nurse in any state.
CERTIFICATION:  BLS certification required.  

EXPERIENCE:

Incumbent must have five years of experience in progressively responsible leadership assignments with administrative, educational, clinical and/or other related heath care service.  

RESPONSIBILITIES:  The Associate Director for Patient Care Services and Nurse Executive is a new position reporting to the Director of the VA Long Beach Healthcare System.  The VA Long Beach Healthcare System (VALBHS) consists of a large Level I medical center with a comprehensive array of inpatient, primary care, outpatient and psychiatric services.  The System has a large Spinal Cord Injury Center as well as a Teaching Nursing Home and several Community-Based Outpatient Clinics.  The VALBHS provides comprehensive care to a large veteran population in Southern California and Nevada.  There are major affiliations with a number of University-based schools of nursing as well as with the University of California Irvine College of Medicine and other healthcare professional schools.  Additionally, the VALBHS has a large research program.  The incumbent will assume overall responsibility for the patient care services of the VALBHS.  The final determination of which services will be directly assigned under the leadership of the Associate Director for Patient Care Services will be determined based on the background and skills of the individual chosen for the position and in concert with reorganization activities currently being undertaken.  Potentially, these direct-report patient care services might include pharmacy, social work, patient-related business services, AOD/NOD activities, etc.  The incumbent would also serve as the Nurse Executive for the VALBHS.  He/she will supervise nurse leaders in each of the clinical Healthcare Groups and support them in the administration of their patient services and nursing programs.  The incumbent would also be responsible for developing and implementing state-of-the-art programs in nursing education and research.  The VA Long Beach Healthcare System is one of five healthcare systems associated with the VA Desert Pacific Healthcare Network, the largest Veterans Integrated Service Network in the VA healthcare system.  The incumbent will be expected to chair and/or serve as a key member of various Network-based councils, committees and work groups.
