PRINCIPAL DUTIES:  The incumbent executes a full range of evaluation and treatment procedures designed to restore, reinforce, and enhance performance of individual challenged with physical disabilities and a variety of diagnoses.  After the initial evaluation of the patient, the physical therapist formulates treatment plans and goals, and is responsible for their implementation, modification, and documentation.  This individual develops and implements treatment using judgment to modify treatment based on changing medical condition and complexity of disabilities.  He/she teaches and assists patients and their families/significant others to set goals, plan treatment and to supports or carry out treatment program upon discharge.

BASIC REQUIREMENTS: 

1. United States Citizenship

2. English Language Proficiency

3. Degree: A baccalaureate degree in physical therapy or an equivalent certificate in physical therapy from an accredited college or university and completion of a physical therapy clinical practice program.  Both the education and clinical, practice program must have been approved by the Committee on Accreditation of the American Physical Therapy Association (APTA) or university.  If basic education requires a Bachelor’s Degree, applicant must submit, a copy of transcript.  Official copy is not needed at this point.

FOREIGN GRADUATES:  Graduates of foreign physical therapy programs must meet the requirements in the above paragraph if they have full unrestricted and current license to practice.  Physical therapy in a state, territory or commonwealth  (i.e., Puerto Rico) of the United States, or in the District of Columbia. Licensure, Current, full, active, and unrestricted license to practice physical therapy in a State, Territory of Commonwealth (i.e., Puerto Rico) of the United States, or in the District of Columbia.  A Physical Therapist who has, or has ever had, any license(s) revoked, suspended, denied, restricted, limited, or issued/place in a probationary status may be appointed only in accordance with regulations issued by the Under Secretary of Health or designee.
