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What Is This?
· Swelling or infection of the cervix. There are 2 types, and both may be contagious:             Acute cervicitis which is a bacterial or viral infection.                                                        Chronic cervicitis which is a long-term infection.

How Can I Know If I Have This?
· Acute cervicitis: 

·  Thick, yellow vaginal discharge.

Chronic cervicitis:

· Some vaginal discharge

· Backache.

· Discomfort with urination.

· Discomfort with sexual intercourse. 

Extensive chronic cervicitis:

· Lots of vaginal discharge.

· Bleeding between menstrual periods.

· Spotting or bleeding after sexual intercourse.

You Are More Likely To Get This If:
· Acute cervicitis is caused by sexual organ infection.  Herpes virus can also be a cause.

· Chronic cervicitis is caused by having  acute cervicitis many times or one case that is not  heal completely. 

How Can I Keep From Getting This?
· Do not have many  sex partners.

· Diabetes mellitus.

· Acute or recurrent vaginitis.

· Have an annual pelvic exam and Pap smear.

· Wear cotton underpants or pantyhose with a cotton crotch.

· Having your sex partner wear a condom for intercourse.

· If crevices is caused by a sexual infection, your sexual partner also needs treatment.

How Is This Treated? 
· Mild cervicitis will heal without treatment.

· Most cases are curable with medication.

· All women with cervicitis need regular checkups until the condition heals.

What Can I Expect If I Get This?
· Cervical polyps.

· Pelvic disease.

How Is This Treated?
· Tests may include a culture of the vaginal discharge and lab blood studies.

· Use sanitary pads instead of tampons during treatment.

· Don't douche.

· Special or general surgery may be used.

Will I Need To Take Medication
· Antibiotics if there is infection.

· Antiviral or antibiotic vaginal creams or suppositories for infection.
