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      What Is This?
· Cancer cells in the liver. Liver cancer can affect 
all ages, but is most common in men over 
60.

How Can I Know If I Have This?
·  Loss of appetite and weight loss.

·  Tender mass in the right upper abdomen.

·  Pain in the upper abdomen.

·  Swollen abdomen from fluid retention 

What Causes This?
· Unknown.

You Are More Likely To Get This If:

·  Use of steroids.

·  Too much alcohol

·  Previous hepatitis B infection.

·  Long time use of oral birth control pills.

·  Metabolic disorders.

· How Can I Keep From Getting This?
·  Hepatitis B vaccination.

·  Cancer screening and early diagnosis for high-
risk individuals.

What Can I Expect, If I Get this?
· There is no cure. However, pain can be 
controlled.

· Kidney failure.

·  Spread of cancer to other organs.

How Is This Treated?
· Many different tests may be used to confirm 
diagnosis including blood studies and liver 
biopsy.

·  Patient will need supportive care and 
emotional support.

·  Anti-cancer drugs and radiation therapy are 
often used.

·  Surgery to remove the tumor may be needed.

·  Liver transplant may be considered for some 
patients.

· Will I Need To Take Medicine?
·  Anti cancer drugs may help slow the progress of 
the disease.

·  Pain relievers.

·  Antibiotics if necessary.

·  No restrictions. Stay as active as you can. 

·  Hospice care may be recommended.
