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What Is This?
· It is an infection of the skin caused by a virus.  In adults, it occurs on the inner thighs, stomach and genitals.

How Can I Tell If I Have This?
· Bumps on the skin that are firm, smooth, domed with a central pit.

· Bumps may be large or small. 

·  Bumps on eyelids cause eye problems.

·  Bumps don't hurt or itch.

What Causes This?
· Virus comes from sex activity.

You Are More Likely To Get This If?
· Family history.

How Can I Keep From Getting This?
· Don't scratch bumps.

What Can I Expect If I Do Get This?
· If not treated, bumps will grow.

· Can lead to scars.

· How Is This Treated?
· Bumps can be removed.

· After treatment, blisters will peel.

· Keep blisters dry.

Will I Need To Take Medicine?
· Most of the time, no medicine is needed.

ACTIVITY
· No restrictions, except to avoid sexual relations until bumps disappear.

· No special diet.
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
