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What Is This?
· Infection of the female sex organs.  It is  contagious  when caused by  sex activities.

How Can I Tell If I Have This?
· Early symptoms.

· Pain in the lower pelvis on one or both sides.

· Period flow may be heavy.

· Pain with sex.

· Bad-smelling vaginal discharge.

· Low fever.

· Frequent, painful urination.

What Causes This?
· Infection or a virus.  This may be caused by a sex partner.

· Childbirth.

· Abortion.

You Are More Likely To Get This If:
· You have many sex partners.

· Use of  IUD’s.

· Had it before. 

How Can I Keep From Getting This?
· Use condoms.

· Use birth control pills.

· Have regular medical check ups.

What Can I Expect If I Get This?
· Curable with early treatment.

· A rupture or scars in the pelvis can be life threatening.

· Cannot become pregnant.

How Is This Treated?
· Lab tests of blood and the vaginal discharge.

· Use heat to relieve pain such as warm baths.

· Use sanitary pads to absorb the discharge or period flow.

· Don't douche

· May have to go to the hospital.

· Surgery (sometimes).

Will I Need To Take Medicine?
· Antibiotics for infection.

· Pain pills
