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What is This?

· Warts in the external sex organs (called Venereal Warts.

· These are very contagious.  May be associated with cancer.

How Do You Know If You Have This?

· They appear on the external sex organs.

· They are thin, flexible, solid elevations of the skin, growing in stalks or clusters.  They are taller than they are wide.  They do not hurt or itch.

 What Causes This?

· Venereal warts are caused by a virus.  They spread from the skin of the infected person to other people.  They are usually transmitted sexually, often as a result of poor hygiene.  They may not appear on your body until 1 to 6 months after infection.

You Are More Likely To Get This From:

· Poor nutrition and hygiene.

· Other venereal diseases.

· Multiple sexual partners.

· Crowded or unclean living conditions.

· Not using condoms.

 How Can I Keep From Getting This?

· Do not scratch warts.

· Avoid sexual activity until warts heal. 

· Use condom during sexual intercourse.

· What Can I Expect If I Get This?
·  Get medical treatment.  The virus could become deadly.  Recurrence is common.

What Can I Expect If I Get This?

· Female sex organs disorders, including cancer.

· In males, urinary blockage.

How Is This Treated?

· Lab tissue tests from the sex organ.

· Treatment determined by size and location of warts.  Can be treated with topical applications or liquid nitrogen.

· Surgery (sometimes).

Will I Need To Take Medicine?
· May use a topical medication or liquid oxygen.  Apply it carefully to avoid damaging healthy skin.

Activity:
· Avoid sexual relations until warts are gone.

Diet:

· No special diet.
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
